The Daycare Centre

The centre is open 7 days a week
providing a range of Day Ser-
vices from 9.30am to 3.30pm for
up to 24 people a day. It is very
well equipped with aids for less
able and dependent people.

A three course lunch is offered.
All produce is locally sourced,
prepared and cooked on the prem-§

for. tea, coffee and biscuits are
served during the day.

It is a great place to socialise and
meet people and clients are en-
couraged to join in with a range
of activities. Entertainers' also
visit on a regular basis and a
hairdresser every Thursday.

A bathing service is available ,
tailored to individual needs . i
ideal if you are struggling to getin
and out of the bath at home.

We have purposely adapted
minibus to transport local
people to and from home. Free
transport can be provided

within a 5 mile radius of the cen-
tre, but is subject to availability.

Clients are accepted from the pri-
vate sector and Social Services

All prospective clients are
assessed in their homes prior
to coming in for weekend
respite. If the client already
attends daycare an assess-
ment would have been done.

We work very closely with
social workers, GPs, district
nurses and home care agen-
cies to maintain a high level
of service and continuity of
care.
